Fixing Upper Stopper and Adjustment

+ Clean the inside of the track.
- Check the upper and lower space of the door. If necessary, correct the space.

Abnormal noise during
operation

Check if door bottom contacts the floor or floor guide.

Verify that track fixing screws are not loosened. Then, Adjust the door height
according to the “INSTALLATION DRAWING” on page 3.

Check if door touches adjacent parts.

Adjust position of the floor guide.

Check track rollers for aluminum dust.

Remove the track and pull out the roller. Then, clean the roller.

Check for loose screws retaining the upper track.

Tighten the screw.

Heavy door operation

Check if door bottom contacts the floor or floor guide.

Verify that track fixing screws are not loosened. Then, Adjust the door height
such that the clearance between the door bottom and floor is 6 — 11 mm
between door bottom and floor.

Door does not move.

Check the track retaining screws for looseness.

Retighten screws to free the roller.

Door starts to move.

Check the upper track if it is set horizontally.

Using a level gauge, reset upper track horizontally.
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
